x-ist attends the contemporary art fair VOLTA New York held between March 4 and 8. At the fair’s 2020 edition, the gallery will present the audience with Ansen’s “Wasteland” series, exclusively produced for the event.

x-ist, attends VOLTA New York, regarded as an important step in the international representation of artists, with Ansen. Participated by 54 galleries from 35 cities in five continents, VOLTA New York 2020 will present the audience with Ansen’s never-before-displayed works at the booth No. 2.14.


Ansen’s “Wasteland” series, exclusively produced for VOLTA New York 2020, follows the artist’s previous series “Noirland” and “Codex Seragliensis.” The starting point of “Wasteland” series was the expansion of the great Pacific garbage patch, created by humans in the Anthropocene period, and the environmental problems brought along by this waste pile. It’s an uncharted entity that is made by humanity yet independent of it. Comprising mega and micro plastics, this pile not only affects a specific area but also threatens the ecological balance. The ecological problems created by this metamorphosed garbage patch inspired the artist to create the “Wasteland” series.

The works in the “Wasteland” series present the audience with a diversity of technique and materials. Feeding on a range of disciplines in the production phase, the artist refers to the ecological problems and the phenomenon of global warming experienced by the world through the use of waste materials taken out of their context while completing his works on a digital platform.
The selection comprising Ansen’s never-before-displayed works can be visited at x-ist’s booth at No. 2.14 between March 4 and 8, 2020.

ANSEN I KAYSERİ, 1978
Ansen graduated from Mimar Sinan Fine Arts Faculty Department of Painting. The artist follows a multidisciplinary approach while creating his works and offers diversity in terms of technique. While using different materials suitable for the thematic structure of his works, the artist aims to make the audience think with an occasionally sarcastic approach.

Ansen’s works were selected for many international collections such as Emma and Joseph Cherian and Khaled Samawi’s collections in addition to prominent Turkish collections such as Papko Art Collection, Polimeks Holding, Eczacıbaşı, Lichtenstein Museum, and Istanbul Museum of Modern Art’s permanent collection. The works of the artist, who has participated in Sotheby’s 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012 and Christie’s Dubari 2011 and 2012 Turkish Contemporary Art Auctions, were featured in the books “Unleashed: Contemporary Art from Turkey” and “99 Square” printed in 2018.
