CANAN participated in Contemporary Istanbul 08, 09, 10 and 11, IFCA 13th International Festival of Computer Arts (Maribor), 9th International Istanbul Biennial Hospitality Zone, SCOPE Basel 2009, 11th International Istanbul Biennial, ART HK’10 (Hong Kong International International Art Fair), SCOPE New York 2010 and Art Dubai 2011. Known for her biopolitical works, Canan exhibits her new series Turkish Delight, where she reinterprets well known ‘odalisque’ or ‘Harem Interiors’ produced by male Western Orientalist painters. Canan uses herself as the subject matter in her photographs. The artist investigates the remains of orientalism today, where the West’s dominance over the East was consolidated through the female figure.
